Capitalism Activities List (All activities are worth 20 points) 

1. Create a newspaper: 3 pages 

a. Post the headlines of Ch. 20 Sec 2 and write a story of each of the major 

events discussed in this section. 

2. Create a “STAIRWAY”, draw an image of a stairway and list/label the steps the 

U.S. took to become involved in Cuba starting in the 1950’s to the finale of the 

Cuban Missile Crisis. 

3. Design a poster or a bumper sticker or a political button for the election of 1960. 

Then write up a pamphlet that explains the purpose of why you created it. Staple 

them together and turn them in. 

4. Create a picture timeline of the events of Ch. 20. (must have 15 images) 

5. Write a 2 page first person summary of what you would have seen in Daley Plaza 

on November 22, 1963. 

6.  Draw and color, 3 full page political cartoons that you create of events of Ch. 20.  

Make sure to have a title and phrase on the image.  Sign it and date it. 

7. Create a 3 page Warren Commission report on your own discussing the events 

that your team discovered on the JFK Assassination.  Imagine you are a CSI 

investigative unit and must find JFK’s killer using info you uncover from the 

internet, books, or people you interview. Then put your findings in the report. 

8. Explain what you find in your research of what is called the “Kennedy Curse.”  

Write up your investigative findings in a 2 page newspaper article for publishing 

in a newspaper.   

9. Explain why immigrants and migrant workers come to the United States. Explain 

both Legal and Illegal sides need to be addressed.  Create a 2 column poster of 

Pros and Cons for each side. 

10.  Why do we have Miranda Rights?  Create a flow chart that outlines the steps 

that were taken to get the legal process we have today on Miranda.  Create a list 

of debatable ideas for the pros and cons of Miranda. 

11. What is LBJ all about? Write a Biographical book on LBJ. Focus on his time as a 

U.S. President.  (2 Pages) 

12. Why go to the moon?  Write a pamphlet to give to the American people on why 

America needs to go to the moon.  
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
